LETTER OF INTENT
between
Gorno-Altaisk State University, Russian Federation
and
Kumaun University, Nainital, India

In accordance with a mutual desire to promote international academic, cultural
and scientific exchange, Gorno-Altaisk State University (Russian Federation)
and Kumaun University, Nainital (India) enter into this Letter of Intent.

The two institutions deem it mutually beneficial to strengthen the bonds between

the two academic communities and to contribute to a greater understanding and
communication between two cultures.

The themes of joint activities, the conditions for utilizing the results of research,
the arrangements of specific visits, exchanges and other forms of activities will
be developed mutually by both partners and will be written down in a separate
Cooperation Agreement with no ‘Financial Liability’ in part of any of the
institutions.

The mutual cooperation to be provided by each of the contracting parties will be
specifically in the areas of teaching, research, exchange of staff and students,
staff development, curriculum development and other programmes deemed
beneficial by the two parties without any ‘Financial Liability’ in part of any of
the institutions.

This Letter of Intent shall be effective after approval by the appropriate
authorities of the universities. It will remain in effect for a period of maximum 1

(one) year. Thereafter, both parties can agree to enter into a Cooperation
Agreement.
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AGREEMENT

of Scientific, Educational and Cultural Cooperation
between
Kumaun University, India
and
Gorno-Altaisk State University, Russian Federation

Kumaun University and Gorno-Altaisk State University, hereinafter
collectively be referred to as the “Parties,” agree to establish academic cooperation
for promoting Scientific, Educational and Cultural exchanges.

Primarily, the Cooperation between both Parties will be developed in the
following fields: '

¢ Climate change,

e Biodiversity conservation,

e Sustainable development,

e Traditional land use, ,

e Ecosystem services of mountain territories.

Cooperation in further identified and specific areas may be established by
mutual consent and incorporated as addenda to this agreement upon signature by
appropriate representatives of the Parties. The details of cooperation for any
identified fields may also be specified in the form of addenda to this Agreement
upon signature by appropriate representatives.

As to the successful realization of the Agreement, both Parties agree to the
following general forms of cooperation (others may be added in the future):

» Joint scientific and research projects and themes,

« Exchange of visiting academic staff, | '

« Exchange of undergraduate, postgraduate and research students among this
Agreement and other projects,

« Organization of joint scientific conferences, workshops and other events,
» Exchange of publications, university editions, books and cooperation in
communication networks,

» Joint development of educational courses, including e-courses and MOOCs.
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The two Parties will make joint applications to Indian, Russian, and
international institutions and organizations for research grants and fundraising in
the mutually defined fields and topics where collaborative links are established.

This Cooperation Agreement as well as succeeding plans concerning the
concrete proposals of cooperation shall be effective after approval of the terms of
the agreement by the appropriate authorities of the Parties. Any article of this
Agreement may be amended or revoked after consultation and mutual consent
between the two Parties. It will remain in effect for a period of 5 years and shall be
renewed automatically for the same duration. Either party may terminate this

agreement by giving one year's notice of the intent.

This Agreement is signed in four identical copies - two in English and two in

Russian language.

Following the spirit of academic cooperation and principles of mutual

understanding and respect, we sign this Agreement.
